The bill: 

 

1.  Makes a small correction in the current statute so that solar thermal 

tax incentives MAY be offered by local government to increase the use 

of solar thermal heating and cooling systems. 

 

2. Exempts the equipment used in solar thermal systems from state 

sales taxes. This provides the same sales tax exemption that solar elec-

tric systems have under HB08-1368.
